This requires complicated 
installation procedures such as drilling holes 
in buildings, running wires from speakers 
through exterior insulation-filled walls, and 
struggling to get wiring through multiple 
walls to finally reach the audio source.

In most cases, even once this daunting 
task is complete, the user will still have no 
control over the source unit while physically 
in the outdoor location.
